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1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this document is to provide the reader with a detailed description of the BODS Inter-system Message Protocol, BIMP.

The Inter-system Message Protocol allows remote user systems connected to the central Bond Delivery System (BODS) to exchange information.  Information is exchanged in accordance with a strict protocol, in the form of character based messages.

Users who have taken delivery of Bond Delivery System connection software such as PC-BODS should refer to the user documentation for that product in addition to this specification since that product will make use of the protocol defined herein.


Version change overview

This section describes the modifications made to the BIMP protocol since the initial version (1-00 June ’96), and reflect new requirements arising from a review of the initial implementation of the BODS System.

1.1 Version 1.1

The data download facility has been extended to allow for the download into the user system (ie PC-BODS) of a list of the most frequently used Delivery Agents (including LCH.Clearnet’s preferred agents). Choosing one of these agents means that the user system need not supply the ‘agent no’ and ‘agent name’ (as is currently the case), since these will be known by the central BODS System. This results in less keying (if using PC-BODS or a similar data entry system), and more accurate data.

An amendment has been made to the 1002 User Details record, to add the version of BIMP being adopted (ie the version of this document); this will allow LCH.Clearnet to more readily diagnose version incompatibility problems.

1.3 Version 3.0

In the past, user passwords were transmitted between The Deliveries Package client and the BODS server as free text. An amendment has been made so that these passwords are now sent in an encrypted form. 

1.3.1 Alterations to existing BIMP messages:

U003 Logon Request

Replaced record type 1004 (User Details record) with 1014 (Encrypted User Details record).

U024 Change Password Request

Replaced record type 1005 (Password Change record) with 1015 (Encrypted Password Change record).

1.3.2 Encryption algorithm:

The encryption algorithm converts a free text password (up to 12 characters long) to its encrypted form (up to 24 characters long). 

Each free text character will be converted to two encrypted characters using the process described below.

The following variable is used as part of the encryption process

· Integer feedthrough = 0

For each of the 12 characters the following steps is then applied to convert the character into its encrypted, two-character version.

· Encrypted 1 = Character_to_be_encrypted % 13 + ‘A’ + feedthrough

· Encrypted 2 = Character_to_be_encrypted / 13 + ‘A’ + feedthrough

· feedthrough = ((feedthrough + (Character_to_be_encrypted)) % 5)

Note: The modulus operator (%) returns the remainder from the number to the left, of the operator, being divided by the number to the right.

Characters are treated using their ASCII codes.

PROTOCOL OVERVIEW

The exchange of information between a remote user system and the central Bond Deliveries System (BODS) can be likened to a question/answer session taking place over a walkie-talkie.  The initiator of the conversation passes some information to the receiver, the receiver then responds; at no time do both parties speak simultaneously.

The BODS Inter-system Message Protocol, BIMP, functions in the same manner; the remote requesting system sends a message to BODS, supplying or requesting information, to which an response is made (either the requested information or acknowledgement of receipt).  The requester never receives an unsolicited message from BODS, that is, BODS never starts a conversation.

BIMP messages do not contain any data error detection mechanisms.  The message interface assumes that the network conveying BIMP messages is inherently reliable and that any measures necessary to verify the accuracy of the data received are incorporated within the network.

All BIMP messages will comprise ASCII characters.  In the case of numeric information, all numbers will be represented as a string of ASCII characters.

Data transmitted between the remote user system and BODS (with the exception of passwords) will not be encrypted in any form.

1.4 Network Considerations

BIMP messages are carried between a remote user system and BODS over a communications medium.  BIMP assumes that the network employed is inherently reliable, hence the messages themselves will not contain any check sums, etc. in order to validate accurate transmission.  Four network alternatives will be supported by BODS as mechanisms to carry BIMP messages:

· direct connection through British Telecom GNS Service

· dedicated connection/public network

· asynchronous, dial-up connection via British Telecom GNS Service

· Via a secure TCP/IP connection.

If a dial-up link to a GNS PAD (Packet Assembler/Dis-assembler) is employed, then the user system must first establish a connection to their local PAD by dialling the appropriate telephone number through their local PSTN (Public Service Telephone Network). Thereafter, the user system must issue the appropriate commands in order to initiate a BODS session. This connection must be established before BIMP messages can be exchanged.  Similarly, if X.25 is employed, an X.25 session must be established between the user system and BODS, prior to any exchange of messages.

If the user is utilising the BODS Connection Software, namely PC-BODS, the network connection/session invocation will be handled therein, and will generally be hidden from the user.

2 TRANSACTION TYPES

This section describes, in outline, the types of request that are available through BIMP.  Each request and response relates to a particular type of message.  Every message has a defined structure and format, comprising several data records.  This section does not describe the detailed structure of these messages, but rather, it describes the purpose of the messages and the response that each message may elicit from BODS.

An indication is made, alongside each message type, of the possible originator of that message, be it a Member taking delivery (indicated as B - buyer), a Member making delivery (S - seller), or both.

	USER REQUEST
	VALID RESPONSES

	LOG-ON REQUEST(B/S)

The user system issues a log-on request in order to initiate a session with BODS.  The user message contains a private user id and password.


	LOGON CONFIRMATION
If BODS recognises the user id and password, and the user system is not already logged-on, then a confirmation will be sent in response, and a session is established. This confirmation message will contain (amongst other information), the expiry date of the current password.

SERVICE STATUS
If the user system is already logged-on, or the password is invalid, then the Status Code Record will contain a non-zero Request Status indicating the log-on rejection. BODS will terminate the conversation.  A user account will be disabled upon receipt of 5 consecutive invalid logon attempts, and must be re-enabled by the LCH.Clearnet Service Desk.



	LOGOFF  REQUEST (B/S)
This message will cause the current BODS System Interfaces session to be terminated.


	SERVICE STATUS

A request successful status code will be returned, and the BODS session terminated.



	CHANGE PASSWORD REQUEST (B/S)  

The user must change their BODS  access password at regular intervals (every 30 days). This message provides the means to do this, and contains the old password and the password that is to replace it. Whilst each password expires every 30 days, the account will not fully be disabled until after the user has logged on. In the event that the log on is after the password expiry date, the user is informed that this is the case and has 5 days in which to modify their password. Failure to so within 5 days will result in the account being disabled. The account can thereafter only be reinstated by LCH.Clearnet Service Desk.


	SERVICE STATUS

In response to a Password Change Request, a single Service Status message shall be transmitted.

In response to a successful password change the Request Status within the Status Code Record will be set to zero.

A non-zero Request Status indicates that the request was rejected, and will be returned if, for instance, the incorrect Current Password  is supplied, or the New Password is less than 6 characters in length, or contains unacceptable characters.

	INITIATE QUERY (B/S)

This message must be sent prior to the first Get Data message in order to retrieve supported 'online' style enquiries. Get Data messages sent before an Initiate Query message shall retrieve no data, since that data will not have been ‘collected’.

This message allows a remote user to perform 'online' style queries of information held within the BODS Central Database. Obviously, information relating to another user will not be available. By informing BODS of the type of information required, and by supplying various parameters, a 'snapshot' of the information held at that time will be taken. This 'snapshot' is then made available to the user for download. Download is facilitated by submitting Get Data messages as described below.


	QUERY CONFIRMATION
This message is sent in response to a successful Initiate Query message. It conforms the type of information requested, and informs the user system of the number of records that are available for download. It also provides an Access Key that must be used in order to retrieve the first record.

SERVICE STATUS 

This message is sent in response to an unsuccessful Initiate Query message. It shall contain a non-zero Request Status within the Status Code Record, and various comma separated parameters describing the error in the Status Description filed. These parameters should be used in conjunction with the BDS Error Definitions described within this document.



	
	

	GET DATA (B/S)
This message allows the remote user to retrieve the data just 'photographed' in response to an Initiate Query message.

The user must specify the type of information required (which will be that submitted in the Initiate Query message), and provide an Access Key which will change for every submission of this message. The Access Key to the first record is included in the Query Confirmation message described above. Thereafter it is included in the Data Response message, which shall also identify the number of records remaining for download, as well as identifying each records record number within the dataset. In simple terms, each record will say, for example, "I'm record four, there are forty six more to download, and here is the Access Key you'll need to get record 5".

Get Data messages should continue to be issued until such time as the number of records remaining for download (Remaining Record Count) is zero.


	DATA RESPONSE
This message is sent in response to a successful Get Data message. It is of variable format dependant upon the type of data requested

It will contain, as well as the specific data requested, certain context information such as the Access Key which must be used in the next, if any, Get Data message, the number of records still to be downloaded (Remaining Record Count), and the number associated with this record (Record Number).

A single Data Response message may contain numerous records. The process is not one of 'Give me a single record', 'Receive a single record' etc..,but 'Give me as many records as can fit in one response message'. A single response record may be up to 8K in length, so the number of records received in a single message will be dependant upon the type of data requested.

SERVICE STATUS

This message is sent in response to an unsuccessful Get Data message. It shall contain a non-zero Request Status within the Status Code Record, and various comma separated parameters describing the error in the Status Description filed. These parameters should be used in conjunction with the BDS Error Definitions described within this document.



	CREATE/MODIFY/DELETE TRANSFEROR/TRANSFEREE (B/S)

The member making delivery (the Seller) may wish to nominate Transferor(s) to make delivery on their behalf. This nomination is not required for every delivery period; once nominated, a transferor may make delivery from then on, until such time as they are de-nominated.

Similarly, the member taking delivery (the Buyer) may wish to nominate Transferee(s) to take delivery on their behalf.

This message allows the remote user to nominate Transferees/Transferors, to de-nominate (delete) them, and to modify details relating to them. Details are required for each commodity.

The message must identify whether it relates to a Transferor or Transferee.

Similarly it must state whether it relates to a create, modify or delete instruction


	SERVICE STATUS
For each transferor/transferee accepted, a Status Code Record, followed by a BODS Reference record, shall contain a Request Status set to zero to indicate success.  The member/commodity/transferor/transferee details held by BODS will be updated to reflect new relationships. The BODS Reference No within the BODS Reference record shall contain a unique reference number generated by the central system which must then be used in any subsequent modify or delete instruction.

For each transferor/transferee rejected, a Status Code Record shall contain a non-zero Request Status identifying the reason for such rejection. The Status Description shall identify the relevant comma separated error parameters, which when used in conjunction with the BODS Error Definitions described later, will yield a textual reason for rejection.  



	
	

	CREATE/MODIFY/DELETE DELIVERY NOTICE  (B/S)
This message allows members to submit a Delivery Notice (buyer or seller) to LCH.Clearnet, and thereafter to modify or withdraw (delete) that notice.

A Create Notice instruction is required for each Commodity Id, Delivery Period, Notice Date, Stock Code, Short Name (Transferor/Transferee Short Name) and User Reference (which is free text, and may be left blank) combination. When the central BODS System accepts this Notice it shall return a unique numeric code which must be used in any subsequent modify/delete instruction. 

The instruction must identify whether it relates to a buyer or seller notice (see Buy Sell Ind).

The instruction must identify whether it relates to a Create, Modify, or Delete instruction (see Action Flag).

A single Create/Modify/Delete Delivery Notice may contain several Notice instructions. Where there are more than are allowed by the transmission buffer size, additional messages must be transmitted.


	SERVICE STATUS

A single Service Status Message shall be returned in response to each Create/Modify/Delete Delivery Notice message. This message shall contain a Status Code Record followed by a BODS Reference record for each of the instruction received. 

Each successful instruction shall have a Request Status set to zero within the Status Code Record, and the Records Added, Records Deleted, and Records Modified will be set to the number of lots added, modified, or deleted as a result of the instruction having been executed. A BODS Reference No shall be returned within the BODS Reference Record. In the case of a response to a modify or delete instruction the BODS Reference No will be identical to that sent in by the user system. In the case of a create instruction it shall contain a new unique reference number which must then be used in any subsequent modify or delete instruction.

Each unsuccessful instruction shall have a non-zero Request Status within the Status Code Record, and various comma separated parameters describing the error in the Status Description field. These parameters should be used in conjunction with the BODS Error Definitions described in this document. Records Added, Records Deleted, and Records Modified will be set to zero. A BODS Reference No shall be set to zero.




MESSAGES

This section describes each of the BIMP messages and their function, in detail.  Additionally, the validation that BODS will perform upon receipt of each of these messages is also described here.

2.1 Messages to BODS

Generally, members will submit requests to the BODS system, which will transmit a reply to each request received.  A user will not receive any unsolicited messages from BODS; moreover a member system will only receive responses to transmitted messages.

Some messages that are sent to BODS may contain multiple iterations of certain information.  For example, a Create/Modify/Delete Delivery Notice message may contain many instructions.  Where this is the case, the limitation on the number of records that may be contained in a single message is determined by the maximum size message BODS will accept from a remote system; this is currently 4Kbytes.  It should be noted that the maximum size message BODS may send to a remote system is actually 8Kbytes; this is because certain responses are larger than the requests that elicit them.

2.1.1 Message Type U003 - Logon Request

User logon is the first message which must be sent in any BODS System Interface session. It contains the User Identification and Encrypted Password which BODS shall validate before a session can be established. 

In response, a Logon Confirmation Message (G054) will be returned if the request is successful, and a Service Status Message (G052) will be returned if it is not.  If a logon attempt fails, then another may be sent; however, the user subscription will be disabled if 5 consecutive logon attempts fail. Thereafter, further access to the system may only be gained by contacting LCH.Clearnet Service desk.

The Logon Confirmation Message (G054) will inform the user of the date on which their current password expires.

A single user may have only one BODS session at any time, any attempt to establish further sessions will be unsuccessful.

2.1.2 Message Type U004 - Logoff Request

The Logoff Request Message will cause the current BODS System Interface session to be terminated.  

In response, a Service Status Message (G052) will be returned.

2.1.3 Message Type U024 - Change Password Request

The Change Password Request Message is issued by the user when they wish to change their BODS System password. A password shall require to be changed every 30 days. Since the system may sometimes not be used for 30 days, where such period has passed since the most recent logon, an additional 7 days grace period will be allowed. This grace period commences on the first day that a user logs onto BODS after their password has expired. Thereafter the account will be disabled, and further access to the system may only be gained by contacting LCH.Clearnet Service desk.

2.1.4 Message Type U050 - Initiate Query

The Initiate Query Message is issued by the user in order to perform certain pre-defined queries on the BODS central system database. Such an instruction will provide a 'snapshot' of the requested data, which will then be made available to the user for download (see U090 Get Data). The user may only query information relating to their business; any attempt to extract other information will be unsuccessful. 

The request shall identify the Information Type required (i.e. INVOICES, PART TWOS  etc.), as well as various query parameters which will differ according to the Information Type being requested. 

It should be noted that if the user were to submit two Initiate Query messages for the same Information Type, but say for different parameters, the central system will discard the results of the first query. As a simplified example, if the user wanted to receive invoices for contracts A and W, they should submit the Initiate Query with Information Type "INVOICES", and Commodity Id (see Query Parameters) "A". They should then download this information using the Get Data (U090) message. Then repeat for Commodity Id "W". If they were to attempt to perform both Initiate Query instructions prior to any download, the results of the first request will have been discarded. It is acceptable to invoke multiple Initiate Query instructions for different Information Types, without having to immediately download the results.

The central BODS System shall respond to a successful request with a Query Confirmation Message (G050). This message shall confirm the Information Type, inform the user of the number of records available for download (Remaining Record Count), and provide an Access Key which shall be used in the subsequent Get Data  Message (U090) to download up to 8K's worth of data. 

An unsuccessful request will result in BODS issuing a Service Status (G052) message, describing the error.

The following 'online' style enquiries are supported in the current release of the BODS System.

	STOCK


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of deliverable stocks for the commodity and delivery period specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record.

	TRANSFEREEOR


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of all nominated (excluding deleted) transferees and transferors associated with themselves for the commodity specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The information transmitted is described in record 2004 Transferee/Transferor Details.

	ADVICE1


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of invoices and account sales relating to the parameters specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The invoice information transmitted is described in record 2005 Delivery Advice 1.

	ADVICE2


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of Seller and Buyer Delivery Advice (Part 2's), relating to the parameters specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The information transmitted is described in record 2006 Delivery Advice 2.

	BARGAIN STATUS


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of Bargain Status details, relating to the parameters specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The information transmitted is described in record 2002 Bargain Status Details.

	NOTICE


	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of the Notices they have submitted (buyer and seller), relating to the parameters specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The information transmitted is described in record 2001 Stock Notice Details.

	CONTRACT
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of contracts available for delivery this current delivery period, and for historical delivery queries. The information transmitted is described in record 3001 Contract Details.

	CHECKLIST
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of checklist stages relating to the parameters specified in the 2500 Query Parameters record. The information transmitted is described in record 3002 Checklist Details.

	STATUSES
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of the valid bargain statuses for each contract. The information transmitted is described in record 3006 Bargain Statuses.

	PERIODS
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of the valid historical delivery periods for each contract. The information transmitted is described in record 3005 Delivery Period.

	CENTRE
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of the most frequently used delivery centres. The information transmitted is described in record 3003 Delivery Centre Details.

	AGENT
	By supplying this Information Type in the 1025 Download Request record, the user shall invoke a query of the BODS Central Database, yielding a list of the most frequently used delivery agents. The information transmitted is described in record 2008 Delivery Agent Details.


Message Type U090 - Get Data

The Get Data message is issued by the user to download the data specified in the most recent Initiate Query Message (U050). The request shall specify the Information Type, Commodity Id, Delivery Period and Notice Date, together with the Access Key supplied in the first instance by the Query Confirmation Message (G050), and by the Data Response Message (G090) thereafter. 

The response to this message will be a Data Response Message (G090) which shall provide the remote system with a subset of the data requested, together with an Access Key with which to request the next subset. The subset of data contained within the message will be in the form of a number of specific response messages (i.e. if the user requested a Deliverable Stock List (by specifying Information Type "STOCK") then the Data Response Message  (G090) will itself contain a Deliverable Stock record.  

The Get Data message will support, in the current release of BODS/PC-BODS, the following Information Types :-

· “STOCK” - Deliverable Stock List

· “TRANSFEREEOR” - Nominated Transferee/Transferor List

· “ADVICE1” - Invoices/Account Sales

· “ADVICE2” - Delivery Advice Part 2's

· “NOTICE” - Delivery Notice List

· “BARGAIN STATUS” - Bargain Status List

· “CONTRACT” - Available Contracts List

· “CHECKLIST” - Specified Checklist Structure

·  “CENTRE” - Delivery Centre List

· “AGENT” - Delivery Agent List

· “PERIODS” - Historic Delivery Periods List

The remote system should continue to issue the Get Data message until the number of records downloaded (not messages received) is equal to the Remaining Record Count issued in response to an Initiate Query Message(U050).
2.1.5 Message Type U501 - Create/Modify/Delete Nominated Transferee/Transferor 

This message allows the member to nominate a Transferee or Transferor to act on their behalf, or to modify or delete a previously registered Transferee or Transferor.

This message will identify whether it relates to a Transferee or Transferor (see Transferor Transferee Ind), and whether it relates to a create, modify or delete instruction (see Action Flag). Note that the Short Name cannot be modified, and once deleted, can never be reinstated.

This message shall describe various attributes associated with the Transferee/Transferor specified; namely the name and address, and the commodity with which they are authorised to make/take delivery.

A single message may contain instructions for several Transferees/Transferors.

The central BODS System shall respond to this message with a single Service Status Message (G052). This message will contain, for each instruction given, a success/failure indicator (see Request Status in Status Code Record), as well as details such as number of records added or deleted, and any parameters associated with a failed request.

The addition of an already nominated, or the removal of a Transferee/Transferor not previously nominated shall result in an error.

2.1.6 Message Type U510 - Create/Modify/Delete Delivery Notice Message 

This message allows the user to submit to BODS up to NNN Create/Modify/Delete Notice instructions.

The message may contain instructions for both Seller and Buyer Notices.

Each Notice must identify itself as a Buyer Notice or a Seller Notice (see Buy Sell Ind).

A Notice is required for each Commodity Id, Delivery Period, Notice Date, Transferee/Transferor Code (Identification Code), Stock Code and User Reference (which may be blank) combination.

In the case of modifying or deleting a previously submitted Notice, the BODS Reference No must be populated with the value returned in response to the Create instruction.

In response to the Delivery Notification Message (U510), BODS shall respond with a single Service Status Message (G052). This message shall contain a Status Code Record and a BODS Reference Record for each of the instructions within the U510. The Request Status field within the Status Code Record shall indicate whether each instruction was accepted or rejected (rejections shall have a non-zero Request Status, and Status Description shall contain various failure parameters). The BODS Reference No within the BODS Reference Record shall contain in the case of a modification or deletion the BODS Reference No affected (as supplied in the instruction). In the case of a create instruction it shall contain a unique reference to the notice, that must then be used in any subsequent modify/delete request. 

2.1.7 Message Type U520 - Bargain Status Submission

This message replaces the paper based 'Delivery Status Report' and 'Pre-Matched report'. However, the paper based versions are at the level of the entire delivery, whereas the electronic version will be based upon a Bargain Reference No (which in the case of the German Govt. Bond refers to a 'block' of 100 lots, and in the case of Long Gilt and Italian Govt. Bond refers to a single invoice).

A single such message may contain submissions for up to NNN Bargain Reference No's.

The Bargain Reference No mentioned above, is returned as part of the Get Data Message (U090) - with Information Type "ADVICE2". This requires that the Delivery Advice Part 2 is requested for all contracts, not just the German Govt. Bond.

The value of the Status Ind field reflects the member's progress along the status hierarchy. The individual tokens used are not fixed, and vary across contracts.

In response to this message, BODS shall respond with a single Service Status Message (G052). This message shall contain a Status Code Record for each Bargain Reference No, within which the Request Status field shall indicate whether the submission was accepted/rejected (unsuccessful submissions shall have a non-zero Request Status, and Status Description shall contain various failure parameters).

2.2 Messages From BODS

BODS will never initiate a conversation with a remote user system, and will always transmit a single response to any request received. Where this single response does not completely satisfy a request, ie. where all data cannot be transmitted in a single message, it is the responsibility of the remote system  to issue further requests. In this way, BODS will always take a reactive, rather than proactive stance in any data exchange.

2.2.1 Message Type G052- Service Status

A Service Status Message will be sent in response to requests other than those which require to download information. It is composed of a mandatory Status Code Record, and an optional (dependant upon the request it relates to) BODS Reference Record.

The Status Code Record will indicate whether the request made to BODS has been successful or not, and in the event that is has not, will provide the reason for the failure, and various pre-defined parameters. The reason for failure will be given as a numeric code in Request Status. The BODS Error Definitions section of this document describes a textual error for each Request Status. These descriptions have missing parameter details, but these may be populated from the comma separated parameters held within the Status Description field.

The record shall also provide information as to the number of records added, deleted, or modified as a result of the request. 

The BODS Reference Record, may optionally follow the Status Code Record. This record will contain a unique reference number (BODS Reference No) which the central BODS System allocates. It will be initiated in the response to a create instruction (transferee/transferor/buyer notice/seller notice etc), and must thereafter be used to identify this entity in any subsequent modify or delete instruction. In a modify or delete instruction, the BODS Reference No of the modified/deleted entity will be returned (which shall be identical to that provided in the instruction). 

A single message may contain the results of many requests; a user message may submit 5 seller notices, in which case the Service Status Message shall contain 5 success/failure indicators.

2.2.2 Message Type G054 - Logon Confirmation 

The Logon Confirmation Message confirms successful logon to the BODS System Interface, and is issued in response to a Logon Request Message (U003).
2.2.3 Message Type G090 - Data Response

This message is sent in response to a Get Data Message (U090). 

Before issuing the Get Data Message (U090), the remote system must issue an Initiate Query Message (U050), in order to establish the volume of data to be downloaded, and to receive the initial Access Key.
The Data Response Message (G090) will be of variable length dependant upon the type of data requested.

Where all the available information cannot be downloaded in a single Data Response Message (G090), additional Get Data message's (U090)  will be required. The Access Key required in each subsequent Get Data Message (U090) is provided in the most recent (last) Data Response Message (G090). 

In the initial implementation, the following information will be downloaded via this message ;

i)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "STOCK", BODS will respond with a 'Deliverable Stock List', transmitting a G090 with a  Deliverable Stock record (2003).

ii)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "TRANSFEREEOR", BODS will respond with a 'Nominated Transferee/Transferor List', transmitting a G090 with a Transferor/Transferee Details record (2004).

iii)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "ADVICE1", BODS will respond with 'Delivery Advice Part 1's (Invoices/Account Sales)' for the specified delivery, by transmitting a G090 with a  Delivery Advice 1 record (2005). 

iv)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "ADVICE2", BODS will respond with 'Delivery Advice Part 2's' for the specified delivery, by transmitting a G090 with a  Delivery Advice 2 record (2006). 

This request must be made for all contracts, since the response will contain the Bargain Reference No, which is required in order to transmit the Bargain Status Submission Message (U520).

v)

In response to a Get Data message specifying the Information Type "NOTICE", BODS will respond with a 'Delivery Notices Submitted List' for the specified delivery, by transmitting a G090 with a Stock Notice Details record (2001). 

vi)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "BARGAIN STATUS", BODS will respond with the current bargain status of all bargains/deals for the specified delivery, by transmitting a G090 with a Bargain Status Details record (2002). 

vii)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "AGENTS", BODS will respond with a list of the most frequently used Delivery Agents. When submitting one of these agents in any corresponding Delivery Notice (buyer or seller), there is no need to specify either the agent number or agent name, since the central system shall be aware of this information. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Delivery Agent record (2008).

viii)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "CONTRACT", BODS will respond with a list of contracts available for delivery this current delivery period, and for historical delivery queries. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Contract Details record (3001).

ix)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "CHECKLIST", BODS will respond with a checklist structure for the specified contract and checklist type. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Checklist Details record (3002).

x)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "CENTRE", BODS will respond with a list of the most frequently used delivery centres. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Delivery Centre Details record (3003).

xi)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "PERIODS", BODS will respond with a list of the valid historic delivery periods for each contract. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Delivery Periods record (3005).

xii)

In response to a Get Data message specifying Information Type "STATUSES", BODS will respond with a list of the valid bargain statuses for each contract. BODS will respond by transmitting a G090 with a Delivery Periods record (3006).

MESSAGE FORMATS

Every BIMP message comprises a string of records.  The first record in every message is the BIMP Message Header Record.  This header record identifies the type of message, the number of records in the message, etc.  The remainder of the message will comprise one, or more, BIMP records, depending upon the message type.

In the v3.0 release, messages are transmitted with variable length data fields delimited with separators, as opposed to fixed offset data fields as previously implemented. This is to offset the effects of excessive white space in messages transmitted over slow connections.

Every BIMP message has a 4 character message identifier contained within the Message Header Record.

This section describes the format of each BIMP message, in terms of the records that make up the message.

Messages to BODS

This section details all messages that may be transmitted by a user system, in order to provide or request information from BODS. The following rules apply; where a record identifier is indented, it denotes that it may be present more than once for each instance of the preceding records. A record enclosed by curly braces {} denotes that this record is optional and may or may not be present. Records may be enclosed by square braces [], and this denotes that these records are grouped. For instance, two records may be indented, and enclosed within square braces. This indicates that the two records are grouped, and may appear on more than one occasion.. ie record 1, record 2, record 1, record 2, etc..

DATA DICTIONARY

2.10 Data Elements

This section contains a brief description of all entity attributes, as their meaning or purpose is not always obvious.  Note that where an attribute appears in more than one entity with the same name, the meaning and description are the same.

2.10.1 Account Name

This attribute contains the full name of the account at the delivery agent through which a buyer can receive stock and deliver cash and a seller deliver stock and receive cash.

2.10.2 Account No

This attribute contains the full account number at the delivery agent through which a buyer can receive stock and deliver cash and a seller deliver stock and receive cash.

2.10.3 Accrued Interest

This attribute contains the accrued interest for the specified stock.  For GGB it is the accrued interest on DEM 250,000 face value as at the delivery day shown on the final list of deliverables.  For BTP it is the accrued interest on ITL 200,000,000 face value as at the delivery day shown on the final list of deliverables, net of withholding tax (Withholding Tax is basically a form of income tax paid on the coupon).  For Gilt this is the daily accrued interest multiplied by the number of delivery days from the start of the delivery month.

2.10.4 Address Line (1-4)

These attributes are used to store the addresses of the different exchanges, delivery agents, members and transferees/transferors involved in the delivery process.

2.10.5 Advice Ref No

This attribute is used to store the unique invoice or account sale number used to identify a particular invoice or account sale.

2.10.6 Agent Id

This three character attribute identifies a delivery agent.  The delivery agent is a bank through which the physical delivery will take place.  If the delivery agent is a recognised LCH.Clearnet delivery agent it will contain the LCH.Clearnet delivery agent mnemonic, if not it will be blank.

Agent Name

The delivery agent is a bank through which the physical delivery will take place.  This attribute contains the full name of a delivery agent.

2.10.7 Agent No

The delivery agent is a bank through which the physical delivery will take place.  This attribute contains the recognised participant number, within the relevant delivery centre, for this delivery agent.

2.10.8 Bargain Ref No

This attribute contains the unique bargain reference number, used to identify a particular bargain or trade within a delivery month.

2.10.9 Bargain Status

This attribute holds a status code to indicate the current status of a particular bargain, 'E' for entered into the relevant delivery system, 'D' for going to delivery, 'S' for settled and 'F' for failed to deliver (Note: the 'E' relates to the existing Pre-matched form and the 'D' to the Delivery Status Report Form, 'S' and 'F' are new but, will not be processed until links with the delivery centres are in place).

2.10.10 Bargain Status Datetime

This attribute holds a date and time value which will show the last time the bargain status was updated.

2.10.11 Buyer Notice Ref No

This attribute holds a buyer notice reference number.  It is used in conjunction with the member id, commodity id and delivery period to uniquely identify a buyer delivery notice.

2.10.12 Buy Sell Ind

This attribute merely provides an indication of whether a Member was the Buyer or a Seller for a particular transaction.

2.10.13 Commodity Id

This attribute contains a three character mnemonic used to identify a commodity.

2.10.14 Commodity Name

This attribute contains a character string, used to represent the full name of a commodity.

2.10.15 Contact Name

This attribute contains a contact name at an exchange, a member, a delivery centre or delivery agent.

2.10.16 Contact Tel No

This attribute contains the telephone number of the contact at the exchange, member, delivery centre or delivery agent.

2.10.17 Contract Type Id

This attribute is a single character mnemonic, used to indicate a Contract Type (e.g. F for a Futures contract and O for an Options contract.  This is used in conjunction with the Commodity entity to form Contract information.

2.10.18 Coupon Rate

This attribute contains the coupon rate for the specified deliverable stock.  The coupon rate is the percentage return value on each deliverable bond.

2.10.19 Countervalue

This attribute contains the countervalue which is the total invoicing amount for a specified trade or bargain.

2.10.20 Created By

This attribute identifies the user responsible for creation of the entity.

2.10.21 Created Datetime

This attribute identifies the date and time that confirmation of the entity was created.

2.10.22 Currency Id

This attribute contains a three character code which represents a Currency (e.g. 'GBP' for Pounds Sterling.

2.10.23 Daily Accrued

This attribute contains the daily accrued interest for the specified deliverable stock (GILT only at present), this is the accrued interest per day on GBP 50,000 face value.

2.10.24 Date

This attribute contains the calendar date for each day.

2.10.25 Deadline By

This attribute contains the name of the person who brought down the respective deadline.  There are deadline by fields for buyer/seller notices, pre-matched reports, and delivery status reports (for both the members and LCH.Clearnet).

2.10.26 Deadline Datetime

This attribute contains a date and time that a delivery deadline is brought down.  There are deadline datetimes for buyer/seller notices, pre-matched reports, and delivery status reports (for both the members and LCH.Clearnet).

2.10.27 Deadline Indicator

This attribute contains an indicator to specify the status of the current deadline.  There are deadline indicators for buyer/seller notices, pre-matched reports, and delivery status reports (for both the members and LCH.Clearnet).

2.10.28 Deleted

This attribute indicates whether this particular record has been marked as deleted or not (e.g. 'N' for not deleted and 'Y' for deleted).

2.10.29 Delivery Centre

This three character attribute identifies a delivery centre.  The delivery centre is the mechanism (system) through which all bonds are delivered (e.g. 'DKV' for Kassenverein, 'STA' for Stanza, 'CGO' for the Central Gilts Office etc).

2.10.30 Delivery Centre Name

This attribute identifies the full name of a delivery centre.

2.10.31 Delivery Month Id

This attribute contains a three character code associated with a specific month, (e.g. 'JAN' for January).  This will be used as part of the Delivery Period Id along with the year indicator.

2.10.32 Delivery Month Number

This attribute contains a two character number of the month (e.g. '01' for January, '02' for February etc).

2.10.33 Delivery Preference Lots

This attribute contains the total amount of lots each delivery agent can process as part of a delivery month.

2.10.34 Delivery Preference Number

This attribute contains a priority preference number for this delivery agent in his specified commodity.  This is used by LMS to specify a priority order when performing delivery agent allocation (e.g. Euroclear = '01' which is top priority for GGB, Cedel = '02' which is second etc).

2.10.35 Delivery Year

This attribute represents the year of the specified Delivery Period, for example the 94 in MAR94 relates to 1994.

2.10.36 EDSP

This attribute contains the entry day settlement price which is received from CPS with accompanying delivery information (i.e. position allocation), it indicates the official exchange quotation, for a single contract lot, on the morning of the date of delivery.

2.10.37 Exchange Id

This attribute is a three character mnemonic used to identify a Recognised Investment Exchange.

2.10.38 Exchange Name

This attribute is used to indicate the name of a Recognised Investment Exchange, for the purposes of the BODS, this will be the London International Financial Futures Exchange (LIFFE).

2.10.39 First Notice Date

This attribute represents the first date of a Delivery Period.

2.10.40 Gross Interest

This attribute contains the gross interest for the specified deliverable stock which for BTP it is the accrued interest on ITL 200,000,000 face value as at the delivery day shown on the final list of deliverables, before Withholding Tax is withdrawn (Withholding Tax is basically a form of income tax paid on the coupon).

2.10.41 Identification Code

A member may use a transferee/transferor to deliver bonds or receive cash on his behalf.  This attribute contains a code that identifies a transferee/transferor in a shortened form.

2.10.42 Initial Accrued

This attribute contains the initial accrued interest for the specified deliverable stock.  For Gilt it is the accrued interest on GBP 50,000 face value as at the last day of the month prior to the delivery month.

2.10.43 Instruction Type

This attribute contains the relevant delivery centre instruction a member has to enter (along with the bargain information) into the relevant delivery system to match with LCH.Clearnet or the instruction code that LCH.Clearnet has to enter to match with the member.

2.10.44 Last Notice Date

This attribute is used to indicate the last date in a Delivery Period.

2.10.45 LCH.Clearnet Agent Group

This attribute contains an indicator to indicate if the specified delivery agent is part of the same delivery agent group (i.e. EOC and CED are part of the same group, JPM and DEU are part of another group etc).

2.10.46 LCH.Clearnet Agent No

This attribute contains the recognised participant number, within the relevant delivery centre, for a specified LCH.Clearnet agent.

2.10.47 LCH.Clearnet Cash Account No

This attribute contains the LCH.Clearnet cash account number within a specified LCH.Clearnet delivery agent, which is the account that all cash should be transacted through.

2.10.48 LCH.Clearnet Sec Account No

This attribute contains the LCH.Clearnet securities account number within a specified LCH.Clearnet delivery agent, which is the account that all stock should be transacted through.

2.10.49 Maturity Date

This attribute contains the maturity date of the deliverable stock.  The maturity date (or redemption date) is the date on which the bond matures (redeemable for cash).

2.10.50 Member Id

This attribute represents the mnemonic used to identify the member.  This may not be the members exchange mnemonic, but is the general mnemonic used to identify a member.

2.10.51 Member Name

This attribute represents the name of an Exchange Member, for the purposes of the BODS, the Exchange is LIFFE.

2.10.52 Members Trading Mnemonic

This attribute is the mnemonic used to identify a member who is allowed to trade on a specific exchange.  This mnemonic may be the same as the members general mnemonic.

2.10.53 Membership Indicator

This attribute shows whether the member, who is allowed to trade on a specific exchange, is a General Clearing Member ('G') or a Non Clearing Member ('N').

2.10.54 Modified By

This attribute identifies the user responsible for modification of the entity.

2.10.55 Modified Datetime

This attribute identifies the date and time that modification of the entity was performed.

2.10.56 Nominal Value

This attribute contains the nominal value for a specified bargain or trade.  The nominal value is the face value of the bond(s).

2.10.57 No Of Lots

This attribute specifies the number of lots that apply for the relevant trade or bargain.

2.10.58 Notice Date

This attribute contains the notice date (also known as the delivery date), this is the date on which a trade or bargain goes to delivery.

2.10.59 No Of Delivery Days

This attribute contains the number of delivery days that interest should be calculated for within a delivery month (for the GILT contract only at present).

2.10.60 One Lot Value

This attribute contains the value of one lot of a specified stock in the respective currency of that stock.

2.10.61 Post Code

This attribute is used to identify the postal code for the associated addresses of the different members, transferees etc, involved in the delivery process.

2.10.62 Price Factor

This attribute contains the price factor for the specified deliverable stock.  This is a factor that relates the value of the deliverable stock back to the value of the notional stock.

2.10.63 Reshaped Indicator

This attribute identifies whether this bargain has been part of a reshaping process or not ('R' for reshaped, 'N' for not).

2.10.64 Settlement Date

The Settlement Date represents the date on which a trade will settle between the buyer and seller, with cash and stock being transferred between them.

2.10.65 Seller Notice Ref No

This attribute holds a seller notice reference number.  It is used in conjunction with the member id, commodity id and delivery period to uniquely identify a seller delivery notice.

2.10.66 Status Code

This attribute holds a status code which indicates whether a transmitted message was successful or not.

2.10.67 Status Message

This attribute holds a unique message indicating whether the result of transferring details to BODS or requesting details from BODS was successful or not.

2.10.68 Stock Code

This attribute holds the unique stock identifier for each deliverable stock.  For the BTP contract it holds the ABI Number, for GGB the ISIN Code and for GILT the SEDOL Code.

Stock Description

This attribute holds the full character stock reference (stock name) for each deliverable stock.

2.10.69 Subaccount Id

This attribute contains a one character code which is used to concisely represent a margin subaccount.  As such, it will have one of the values C and H, for Client and House respectively.

2.10.70 Submission Deadline

This attribute specifies the submission deadline for each bargain to be entered into the relevant delivery centre system.

2.10.71 Telex Number

This attribute specifies the telex number of the relevant member, exchange or LCH.Clearnet delivery agent.

2.10.72 Transferee Name

This attribute contains the transferee name.  A Transferee is an entity a buyer may use to receive bonds and deliver cash on his behalf.

2.10.73 Transferee Ref No

This attribute holds a transferee reference number.  It is used in conjunction with the member id and commodity id to uniquely identify a members transferee.

2.10.74 Transferor Name

This attribute contains the transferor name.  A Transferor is an entity a seller may use to deliver bonds and receive cash on his behalf.

2.10.75 Transferor Ref No

This attribute holds a transferor reference number.  It is used in conjunction with the member id and commodity id to uniquely identify a members transferor.

2.10.76 User Reference

This attribute contains a user reference.  Upon submitting a delivery notice, the member may give a reference (for personal use) which is treated as a comment by the system.

BODS Error Definitions

When BODS reports errors back to a user it identifies the error by an error number.  The error number has an associated textual description.  These descriptions are listed below.  In addition to reporting an error number, the BODS system also provides a Status Description.  This contains additional information to identify the source of the error.  The Status Description may contain details relating to several data elements, for example, a delivery period identifier and a commodity identifier, in which case, the fields (elements) are separated by commas (,).  These elements are substituted, in order, for the %s substitution indicators within the message text for the error number.

For example, error number 1015 with an associated a textual message of:



“User (%s) not authorised to access system on behalf of member (%s)”

would be accompanied by a status description of the form:



"BODSPRDAAA,BBB", 

which coupled with the error text itself yields an error message of :



“User (BODSPRDAAA) not authorised to access system on behalf of member (BBB)”

Those familiar with the 'C' programming language will recognise the %s as a format indicator used within the format string of a printf function; this is its purpose here.
